Please remember to send your child to school in their PE kit on the day that they have 
their PE lesson. Every year group (apart from Reception) has two lessons a week; one to 

develop skills and the other to focus on fitness so they need to come in their PE kit twice 
a week. For KS2, children will also have their before or after school sports club on the 

same day as one of their PE lessons and the classes will swap on a half termly basis 
so that everyone has the opportunity to attend either a before or after school club.
