	In Maths, Nursery 1 will be learning lots of new number songs and developing their understanding of language based on size. Nursery 2 will further their understanding of pattern along with understand the composition of numbers and sharing amounts within a group. 
	In Phonics, Nursery 1 will explore the sounds around them and learn how to make different sounds. Nursery 2 will start to learn a new letter sounds each week. 

	In Physical Development, we will develop our gross motor skills by understanding how to move safely while climbing, crawling through small spaces and jumping from different heights. Nursey 1 children will develop their fine motor skills by using lots of objects to make marks. While Nursery 2 will strengthen their pencil grip and copy letters from their name. 
	In Understanding the World, we will be learning about growing and changes. We will form understanding of the life cycle of plants and even have a go at planting our own beanstalks! We will also learn about healthy foods and make our own fruit salad. 

	In Communication and Language, Nursery 1 will listen to and join in with lots of nursery rhymes and start to answer who questions. Nursery 2 will follow instructions of multiple parts and recall a series of events from different stories and their own experiences. 



Summer 2: Animals
	In Maths, Nursery 1 will start to understand number composition and the language of many and few. Nursery 2 we will be exploring measure, recapping our understanding of 2D shapes and solving real life mathematical problems. 
	In Phonics, Nursery 1 will start to identify different sounds in the environment and rhyming words. Nursery 2 will continue to learn a new letter sounds each week. 

	In Physical Development, we will practice our ball skills such as, kicking, rolling, and throwing. We will also work as a team to move large objects and build together. We will also practice using lots of different tools such as, paint brushes, scissors, and knives and forks. 
	In Understanding the World, we will be exploring different habitats around the world and the animals that live there.
